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	The manuscript is important to the scientific community as  its outcome clearly  indicates changes with NDVI values of between -0.09 and 0.40 for the year 2025, which indicates sparse vegetation or moderately green cover during dormant seasons. The result also shows that from the total area cover by Darrang District, land under agriculture occupies the largest portion at 42.47%, followed by built-up areas at 23.98%. The Plantations cover the smallest area at 2.16%, followed by forest cover at 4.82%.
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
