	The reference used in the manuscript are relevant and support the theoretical foundations of this paper well. The inclusion of both classic and more recent works shows a good understanding of the field. To further strengthen the article, the authors may consider adding a few more recent journal articles related to feminist literary criticism or contemporary Philippine gender studies. This would help situate the paper more firmly within current academic conversations.

	The ideas in the manuscript are generally expressed clearly and the authors demonstrate a good grasp of academic English. However, some sections would benefit from further polishing. There are instances of long or repetitive sentences that affect the flow of reading. Light editing, especially focusing on sentence structure and word choice, would greatly improve clarity and make the manuscript more engaging for readers. 
	

	Optional/General comments


	One of the strengths of the manuscript is its clear thematic organization which helps readers follow the discussion across different novels. The authors show strong familiarity with the texts and a genuine engagement with the issues being examined. To improve the overall presentation, the authors may look into the smooth transitioning between sections and reduce some repetition across themes. Improving the formatting of tables and referring to them more clearly in the discussion would also enhance readability. With these refinements, the manuscript has the potential to make a strong scholarly contribution. 
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
