The topic is clearly articulated and situated, and the study presents meaningful findings on the use of ChatGPT as a pedagogical tool for teaching an academic writing genre, specifically email writing. Below is the constructive feedback I made while reading the article:

1. Abstract

While the abstract clearly presents the topic, research focus, methodology, and key findings, it would benefit from the inclusion of a brief statement outlining the pedagogical and/or research implications of the study. Adding this element would strengthen the abstract and better highlight the contribution of the study.

2. Introduction

In the fourth paragraph of the introduction, the authors note that students are not exposed to email writing. This is an important point; however, the discussion could be strengthened by providing additional context. Specifically, it would be helpful to clarify what types of writing students are typically taught in school and whether email writing is currently integrated into the curriculum. Including this information would provide a clearer rationale for the study.

3. Research Questions

While the first research question is clear and focused, it is currently formulated as a yes/no question. It is recommended that this question be reformulated as a wh-question (e.g., “ what are” “to what extent”) to allow for a more in-depth examination of the research problem.

4. Instrument

In the instrument section, the authors indicate that an analytic writing rubric adapted for workplace-oriented email communication was used. To enhance clarity, it would be helpful to further explain why this rubric is appropriate for the present study. Specifically, the authors may consider clarifying how the rubric aligns with the instructional goals and the study context so that its relevance could be clear to readers.

5. Conclusion

In the conclusion section, the acronym EAPP is reintroduced along with its full form. As this abbreviation is already defined in the introduction, this explanation appears repetitive. The authors may consider using the acronym alone in the conclusion to improve conciseness and avoid redundancy.

Overall, this study addresses an important topic and has the potential to make a valuable contribution to the literature once the above comments are addressed.
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
