	The increasing demand for locally accessible and sustainable protein sources for chicken production in developing nations is discussed in this manuscript. In light of growing feed costs and environmental concerns related to traditional protein sources, the use of black soldier fly (Hermetia illucens) larvae meal as a feed supplement is especially pertinent. The study adds important information to the scant literature on insect-based feeds in West African poultry systems by presenting region-specific experimental evidence from Burkina Faso. Overall, the results encourage sustainable livestock production and support the useful use of insect protein in broiler diets.

3. Minor language polishing is recommended for clarity and conciseness.

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound. The experimental design, animal management and measured parameters are appropriate for evaluating broiler growth performance. The statistical analysis using ANOVA and Tukey’s test is suitable, and the results are logically interpreted.
However, the authors are encouraged to:
1. Provide nutrient composition (proximate analysis) of the BSF larvae meal and experimental diets.

2. Clarify whether diets were iso-nitrogenous and iso-energetic.
These additions would further strengthen the scientific rigor of the study.

	Yes, the references are relevant, sufficient, and include several recent studies (2024–2025). However, there are some duplicate references (e.g., Bellezza Oddon et al., 2024; Saidani et al., 2025) that should be corrected. Minor formatting inconsistencies in the reference list should also be addressed. In addition, inclusion of recent literature reporting proximate composition of black soldier fly larvae would strengthen the nutritional interpretation of the results (e.g., Karhale et al., 2025; https://doi.org/10.9734/jsrr/2025/v31i83348).
