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	Table 1 contains duplicate compound names, inconsistent numbering, missing compound names (e.g., entry no. 35, 43), and formatting errors.
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Although antioxidant and antimicrobial activities are mentioned repeatedly, no experimental bioactivity assays were performed in this study.
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Physical properties (density, refractive index, yield) were measured in triplicate, but standard deviation values are not reported. Including mean ± SD would improve data reliability.
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
