Overall Evaluation: This retrospective study examines a significant clinical issue by showcasing the outcomes of geriatric proximal femur fractures within a Tanzanian context. The manuscript offers valuable descriptive data and endeavors to ascertain predictors of mortality and functional outcomes. However, before publication, the methodology needs to be clearer and the analysis needs to be stronger.

Important Comments

Study Design & Sample Size: The sample size (n=55) is small for multivariable logistic models, which can cause wide confidence intervals and make the model less stable. It is advisable to include a concise discussion on statistical power or the rationale for sample size.

Variable Definitions: Important clinical variables like osteoporosis and comorbidities don't have clear ways to diagnose them. The authors need to explain how these were measured or coded in the dataset.

Statistical Analysis: Dividing continuous variables (like age or hemoglobin) into two groups can make statistical power weaker. It should be made clear why certain variables were chosen for multivariable models, and it should be noted that overfitting is a possibility.

Outcome Measures: Functional outcomes are displayed using the Harris Hip Score, categorized into "good" and "poor." Adding summary statistics for the continuous score would make the clinical picture more complete.



Writing and Tables: Fix small typos like "Morality" to "Mortality" and make tables clearer by changing the way they are formatted.

Literature Context: The introduction and discussion would improve with a more targeted comparison to studies conducted in analogous low-resource environments.
