The use of multiple linear regression and the explicit testing of regression assumptions enhance the credibility of the findings. However, a few issues require attention:

Some non-significant variables, such as waist circumference in the regression table, are discussed as key predictors and should be interpreted more cautiously.
Non significant variables are not be included in the final model as they are redundant.

Include Homoscedasticity test and Multicollinearity test and ANOVA table as they are good to further assess the model suitability to the data
