	This manuscript reports a case of Cockayne Syndrome seen in 2 young siblings from Northern India. This disorder caused these siblings postnatal growth failure, cachectic habitus, bird-like facies, neurodevelopmental regression, and white matter changes with cerebellar atrophy, and affects many more across the world. Cockayne Syndrome is difficult to manage because of reasons including a lack of disease-modifying therapies. So, there is need for clinical trials to evaluate potential therapies, while available preventive measures including neuroimaging and genetic testing for diagnosis, family counseling, and reproductive planning are intensified.
