	This manuscript addresses a cardiac malformation that is rarely observed in children, particularly in infants, especially when it is associated with other dysmorphic anomalies that may suggest certain syndromes such as Noonan syndrome. It is important to publish this type of case, which is infrequently encountered in routine clinical practice, in order to raise awareness among practitioners involved in the care of infants about the existence of such conditions. On the other hand, the publication of these cases contributes to enriching the available data on these rare pathologies, thereby allowing a better understanding of them in the future.

	The title is appropriate; it is clear and indicates that this is a case report, with good specificity by mentioning the syndromic context and specifying the infant's nationality. It also highlights the scientific interest of the article by using the term "uncommon," drawing attention to the rarity of such cases. However, it would be desirable to increase specificity by mentioning the syndrome (Noonan syndrome).

	The abstract is clear and well-structured according to the IMRAD format: Introduction, Case Presentation, and Conclusion. It is easily understandable. From a scientific perspective, it clearly describes the cardiac malformation (Parachute Mitral Valve, PMV) in association with Noonan syndrome, including its consequences. Clinically, it is relevant, covering the medical description, complementary examinations, and management. The conclusion is well-crafted and very informative.

The abstract is complete, with a few possible improvements:

**The Case Presentation section is somewhat detailed; some sentences could be shortened and made more concise to meet the typical word limit for an abstract (250 - 300 words maximum).

**Since the abstract mentions the absence of genetic testing, it would be preferable to specify that the syndromic hypothesis was based on the clinical dysmorphic features to avoid any ambiguity.

**The keywords are relevant; however, it would be advisable to add “dyspnea” and “mitral obstruction” to facilitate searchability for readers interested in the symptomatic or pathophysiological aspects.

	The manuscript is scientifically sound, with a few minor points to be corrected:

-This is a manuscript that addresses a relevant and original topic, focusing on a rare cardiac pathology, which is even rarer when associated with a genetic syndrome (Noonan syndrome). The clinical case is well documented, rich in detailed clinical and paraclinical data. The discussion places the case in the current scientific context, with very pertinent references.

-The manuscript is well structured according to the IMRAD format and is clear, with well-organized paragraphs and a scientific, understandable language.

-Methodologically, it is a case report based on a well-detailed clinical observation and complementary examinations, including management. However, long-term follow-up is lacking, as the patient was lost to follow-up, limiting subsequent evaluation.

-The discussion is complete and well-referenced; it focuses on the anatomy and pathophysiology of PMV, syndromic associations, therapeutic options, and prognosis.

-The ethics statement and parental consent are correctly mentioned, with respect for patient anonymity.

-The conclusion is clear and well-supported by the documentation.

It is recommended to improve the following points:

-Possibly strengthen the originality by comparing this case with the few published reports of PMV associated with Noonan syndrome, highlighting what makes this case novel (e.g., anatomical particularities, clinical evolution, etc.).

-Clearly state that the diagnosis of Noonan syndrome was made clinically due to the lack of genetic confirmation.
