	The manuscript is not bad for a rare case study. However I have few queries to clarify- 

1. …Exclusive breastfeeding was therefore prolonged until 24 months, followed by abrupt weaning and introduction of cereals, which were poorly accepted. The child came from a low socioeconomic background… (The second sentence is more like a pop-up hint with no appropriate fitting in this paragraph) 
2. …On day 27 of hospitalization, fever persisted and there was no improvement in the general condition despite antibiotic therapy… (Could this be the case of antimicrobial resistance?)
3. … However, he was lost to follow-up and returned four months later deceased, with the cause of death unknown… (This line need clarification- to be substantiated with facts)
4. The utility of figures and table would benefit from more detailed explanation in the Discussion section
