	This manuscript provides valuable insights into rare and often missed or neglected clinical condition of Fibrodysplasia ossificans progressiva, also known as progressive ossifying myositis. It is one of the rarest genetic disorders, associated with formation of extra-skeletal bone, thus basically a disorder of osteochondrogenesis, affecting various systems with various presentations, thus delaying the diagnosis, also there is limited availability of treatment, though there are several proposed treatments in the pipeline, and as a result it is associated with poor prognosis and reduced life expectancy. Being a rare condition, the symptoms are often missed or misdiagnosed leading to several biopsies and surgical interventions, ultimately aggravating the progress of the disease. As in this case, a 7 year old child presenting with first symptoms at the age of 18 months was eventually diagnosed years later, thus missing the window of possible newer treatment modalities, ultimately being managed symptomatically with preventive advices. This case report highlights the need of expanding our limited data, hence, further studies and case reports are needed to expand our knowledge towards the need of newer treatment modalities.
