	The study investigated the effects of Se supplementation on growth performance, body morphometry, nutrient intake, digestibility, and behavioural responses of Uda rams. The study brings new insights, especially in the behavior of Se-supplemented rams. A drawback is the small number of animals included in each group, making it difficult to apply the findings to practice.

	In some parts, the state can be improved and repaired:
Authors in the abstract used 18 rams and the methodology used 15 rams. Please standardize the number. How can one group be divided into three replicants when there is a maximum of 5 or 6 rams in it?!

Explain how such low doses of Se were evenly mixed into the feed.

Correct the sentence: The animals wwew dewormed using albendazole super 10% (8 mg of their body weight).

A graphic abstract or timeline of the experiment would be useful for clarifying the individual stages.

In the feed composition of experimental diet fed to Uda rams is not included mineral premix.

The content of the feed ration for rams is not determined. It is not clear from the methodology whether the rams had sufficient supplementation/levels of Se from the feed ration.

Why did the authors not measure blood Se levels or GPx activity.

Effect of Mode of Se Supplementation on Performance: This section does not compare the results with the latest studies from the last 5 years.

Nutrient intake of Uda rams supplemented with selenium through feed and water as modes of supplementation: This section is misinterpreted. The authors analyzed a feed ration that was the same and differed only in the content of added Se. The Se content of the feed ration is not measured at all, which should have been the main point of this section.

Digestibility percentage of Uda rams supplemented with selenium through feed and water as modes of supplementation: The authors point out significant findings that are not marked in Table 6. Also in this section, the authors compare their results with only three older studies.
Add to the conclusion in what doses and for what period the authors recommend administering Se to rams.

- rumen microbiota or fermentation activity affected by Se is not determined.
