	Yes, the abstract is well informative as well as well structured. Dose unit should be mg/kg not mg/ml.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is scientifically sound and well defined. However, has some lacking. Firstly, regarding the dose units i.e mg/ml is concentration not dose it should be expressed as mg/kg. Secondly, in material and method section do mention the dose of standard drug. The route of administration of moringa seeds extract is missing either it was given orally or through other routes and duration of treatment is not specified. Additionally, in drugs section, it is not mentioned from where the moringa seeds were obtained from. Also, extract preparation method needed to be included in material and method section (do mention if the extract was ethanolic, methanolic or aqueous). In biochemical method reference should be written as (Satyam et al,). Moreover, conclusion needs to be strong, no comparison with previous studies included while doing conclusion and discussion, only results were defined, no explanation regarding dose dependent study. In results section unnecessary discussion is included which should be added in the discussion and conclusion section. Furthermore, result of GPx for 3rd group shows error 0.31 ± 0.57 (SD greater than mean which can’t be possible in case of a significant result). Comparison with Aluminium chloride treated group should also be clearly indicated in the results with a proper statistical indicator. Finally, an aim of the study should be stated in article.

	Yes, the references are enough but the style appears to be asymmetric follow either APA style or Vancouver.
