I suggest the investigators use the term “response rate” if they mean the number of women who participated in the study from the total of 1095. Again the researchers mentioned 75 mothers tested positive and that culminated into prevalence of 9,37% which placed the study areas as highly endemic and that should come out clearly – here the team’s attention is drawn to the WHO clkasification of areas by prevalence.
