The analysed primary data revealed that urban sprawling affected the socio-economic status of the inhabitants in IUA in seven key areas. They are: income, family status, perspective of both inhabitants on increasing land price due to immigrants’ influx, social conflict, improvement on livelihood, transport network and frequency and ease of livelihood.
