	This manuscript is important for the scientific community because it provides experimental data on the hepatic safety of Spirulina platensis, a dietary supplement that is widely consumed but still insufficiently evaluated for organ-specific tolerance. By assessing multiple hepatic enzyme biomarkers in an in vivo rabbit model, the study contributes to the toxicological and nutritional literature on spirulina, particularly for products of Ivorian origin, which are underrepresented in published research. The findings support the concept of hepatic biotolerance of spirulina and help address safety concerns related to its increasing use as a functional food and nutraceutical. Overall, the work adds region-specific and biologically relevant evidence that may guide future preclinical and clinical studies on spirulina safety.


	

	Is the title of the article suitable?

	Yes, the title of the article is generally suitable, as it clearly reflects the subject of the study, the biological model used, and the main outcome measured. However, minor revisions would improve scientific precision and language quality.

· The scientific name of the animal should be capitalized (Oryctolagus cuniculus).

· “Ivoirian origin” is less commonly used in scientific writing than “Ivorian origin.”

	The abstract requires minor revisions to improve clarity and scientific precision. The enzyme abbreviation is used inconsistently, with both ALAT and ALT appearing; this should be standardized to ALT, which is the internationally accepted abbreviation. The abstract would benefit from briefly indicating the sample size and duration of follow-up, which would improve transparency. In addition, the concluding statement suggesting a protective effect of spirulina may be slightly overstated, since no significant changes in hepatic enzymes were observed; it would be more appropriate to emphasize hepatic biotolerance rather than protection. No major deletions are necessary, but slight rephrasing of the conclusion would enhance scientific accuracy and clarity.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is generally scientifically sound in terms of study design and methodology; however, the interpretation of the results requires revision. Some limitations should be acknowledged more clearly. The small sample size (n = 3 per group) reduces statistical power, and the intraperitoneal route of administration does not reflect the typical oral consumption of spirulina, which limits extrapolation to dietary use in humans. In addition, conclusions suggesting protective effects should be moderated, as the data mainly demonstrate the absence of significant hepatic enzyme alterations. With these considerations addressed, the manuscript can be regarded as scientifically sound.


	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references cited in the manuscript are generally sufficient and appropriate for the scope of the study. However, several minor issues should be addressed to improve accuracy and consistency. One reference from 2022 titled “Effect of Spirulina (formerly Arthrospira) maxima …” is missing the authors and should be completed accordingly. In addition, the reference list shows inconsistent formatting, particularly in the presentation of DOIs (some written as full URLs and others not) and the use of journal name styling. There are also a few typographical errors in the references, such as “Abbregé” instead of “Abrégé,” “plate nsis” instead of platensis, and “liplids” instead of “lipids.” Finally, some references lack complete bibliographic details, including page ranges or issue numbers. Addressing these points will enhance the overall quality and professionalism of the reference section.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript contains minor language issues, including inconsistent punctuation spacing, occasional overly long sentences, awkward phrasing, and several spelling errors. Professional English proofreading is recommended to improve clarity, consistency, and overall readability.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript requires major revision before it can be considered for publication. Substantial language editing is needed to improve clarity and readability, and errors and inconsistencies in the reference list should be corrected. Although the results show no significant changes, the manuscript repeatedly suggests protective or hepatoprotective effects; such conclusions are not fully supported by the presented data and should be revised to a more cautious, evidence-based interpretation. The conclusions should also clearly acknowledge the study’s limitations. In addition, terminology and formatting should be standardized throughout the manuscript.
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
