	The abstract clearly describes the objective, methods, and main findings. However, it overstates the conclusions by claiming organ protection, which is not directly demonstrated. May be remove or soften statements about organ protection and clearly mention that the study involved short-term, intraperitoneal administration.

	The manuscript is generally scientifically sound in terms of methodology and biochemical measurements. However, there are major limitations such as:

· Very small sample size (n = 3 per group) reduces statistical reliability.

· Use of intraperitoneal administration does not represent normal human consumption.

· Short duration of treatment, 3 days is insufficient to support claims of long-term safety.

· Repeated-measures data were not analyzed using appropriate statistical models.

· These issues must be clearly acknowledged and discussed as limitations.

· In conclusion, under the experimental conditions used, spirulina produced in Côte d’Ivoire did not significantly alter hepatic enzyme profiles in rabbits, suggesting short-term biochemical tolerance at the tested doses. Further long-term and oral-administration studies are required to confirm safety and potential protective effects.

· Lack of histology or oxidative stress markers

· Tone down claims from protective to no detectable biochemical toxicity under tested conditions.
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
