	The research contributes valuable mechanistic information regarding the anticancer effects of rutin derived from Heliotropium indicum and has a scientifically designed with clearly illustrated findings via appropriate methodologies. The discussion could benefit from improving section transitions, refining grammatical language & tightening sentence structure; however, overall this paper contributes strongly to research concerning natural products as cancer therapeutics. This paper is of strong scientific merit and adds to the knowledge base regarding natural products as anticancer agents.
The study outlined in the manuscript appears to be an appropriate level of scientific firmness and was appropriately designed to test a hypothesis; in addition to this, it has made significant mechanistic contributions to our understanding of how natural products can act as anticancer compounds. Based on my review, I find that the data generated by the authors in this study were adequately generated (assay type) and are well-discussed with respect to the relevant literature in the field. I would recommend some minor edits or rewrites (including a few longer sentences) to improve the readability of the manuscript.
