· There are inconsistencies in section headings:
· “13. sustainability chall13. Hybrid Development and Domestication” → spelling and numbering error
· Table headings could be made more academic and descriptive.
· “Key words” → should be corrected to “Keywords”.
· There are minor grammatical errors and case inconsistencies.
· Some references are listed twice (e.g., Kumwenda et al., 2024).
· Some journals and sources have low impact factors or are unclear (e.g., JETIR).
· Some information in the text lacks explicit citation.
