	The abstract provides a broad overview but includes excessive descriptive detail. It would benefit from a clearer articulation of the analytical framework and a concise statement of key findings. Reducing redundancy and highlighting methodological limitations would improve clarity.

	The manuscript is generally coherent, but it heavily relies on secondary data without presenting a clear analytical or theoretical model linking GIs to SDGs. Some claims regarding socio-economic and environmental benefits appear speculative in the absence of empirical validation. A more rigorous analytical structure is recommended.

	The manuscript draws on a wide range of recent and relevant literature. The reference list is comprehensive and well-curated. Nevertheless, engagement with foundational works on territorial indicators and sustainability assessment frameworks could strengthen the theoretical grounding.
