The current abstract is slightly verbose and can be tightened for clarity.

	The manuscript is scientifically sound and technically accurate in its descriptions of biodiversity conservation, species selection and ecological management practices. However, it largely describes implementation and observational outcomes without rigorous quantitative data or statistical analysis. Adding metrics on species diversity, population growth or ecological impact would enhance scientific rigor.

	The references are relevant, but a significant portion is older than 5–10 years. Inclusion of more recent studies (post-2020) on biodiversity parks, urban ecology and ecosystem services would strengthen the literature review. Some web references could be replaced with peer-reviewed sources for academic robustness.

	The manuscript is readable and generally well-structured. However, there are occasional grammatical errors, long sentences and minor punctuation issues. A thorough language editing would improve clarity and readability for scholarly communication.
