Table (2), the units of the target components at the top of the table (for example, Depth) are not specified. Also, provide component abbreviations in the footnotes or at the end of the manuscript.

Important Note: The manuscript lacks a Materials and Methods section in its overall structure.

The author(s) are advised to manage the components (Fig 1. Study Area to Table 1) in the Materials and Methods section after the introduction. Hence, it is from the Materials and Methods section that the results and discussion are properly managed.
