	The English in the text has a lot of grammatical problems that make it unfit for scholarly publishing without a lot of expert editing.
Persistent non-native phrasing and errors: "factorial block with total randomization" (should be "randomized complete block design"), "Jar" (likely "jours" mistranslated for "days"), "witness" (means "control"), "the lifeblood of modern agriculture" (overly metaphorical), future tense in methods ("Sowing will take place").

treatment descriptions mismatch (T6 as "composted manure and cow dung" vs. poultry+cow).

Run-ons like "Treatments T6, T3, and T4 were the earliest, with averages of 27.35, 28, and 28 Jar, respectively" and French intrusions ("Les T4, T1 et T5 ont enregistr").
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
