	In the postoperative images, the exact time point at which the photographs and radiographs were obtained is not specified. Mentioning the postoperative duration (e.g., immediate, 1 month, 3 months, or 6 months follow-up) would improve clarity and allow better interpretation of healing and treatment outcomes.
The manuscript does not clearly specify whether a preoperative OPG or CBCT was obtained for comprehensive assessment of the lesion extent and its relation to adjacent structures. In addition, root canal treatment in teeth 13, 14, and 15 is evident radiographically but is not mentioned or explained in the case report. The presence of crossbite involving tooth 13 is also noted; however, its clinical significance and whether any corrective or planned orthodontic/interceptive treatment was considered are not discussed. Clarification of these aspects would improve the completeness of the case description and treatment planning rationale.
The manuscript would benefit from inclusion of intraoperative photographs to better document the surgical procedure. Additionally, the histopathological image lacks information regarding magnification and staining. The authors should specify the magnification used and justify its selection to clearly demonstrate the diagnostic histological features.
