	The language and English quality of the manuscript as a whole are quite appropriate for an academic work. The writing has a strong academic tone, with proper use of scientific vocabulary and clear familiarity with the conventions of biomedical review articles. The sophisticated concepts of chronobiology, immunology, and periodontology are presented effectively, and the use of terms is uniform.

However, although the scientific part is depicted effectively, minor language tuning is needed to increase understanding and accuracy additionally. Indeed, at some points in the manuscript, there are too many long and complexly articulated sentences that could possibly decrease understanding in certain individuals. Some grammatical irregularities between sentences in particular, repetition in certain points, as well as minor problems in article use, verb tenses, and hyphens are additionally observed.
	

	Optional/General comments


	Tthe manuscript is well-structured and logically flows from the conceptual to the mechanistic and future studies aspects. The usage of tables to present the inflammatory mediators and chronotherapeutic approaches is highly beneficial and adds to the clarity and applicability of the manuscript. However, there are areas in the manuscript where the content is a bit too exhaustive, and this could impact the ease of reading and understanding. Revisions in the manuscript should address minor grammar and formatting errors as well.
