Understanding how orthodontic forces can be safely applied in a compromised periodontal environment is crucial achieving both functional and periodontal stability.

	The topic itself is appropriate, as orthodontic molar protraction an space closure in patients with advanced periodontal disease represent a challenging clinical scenario with significant interdisciplinary implications. Nevertheless, the title should be refined to more accurately reflect the content of the manuscript and to clearly communicate its clinical and scientific relevance. 
Suggested alternative titles include:

1. Orthodontic Space Closure and Molar Protraction in the Presence of Advanced Periodontal Disease: Clinical Considerations
2. Orthodontic Space Closure and Molar Protraction in the Presence of Advanced Periodontal Disease: A Multidisciplinary Treatment Approach

	The abstract could be improved to enhance its completeness and scientific clarity. Specifically, it would benefit from a clear statement of the aim of the report, rather than directly starting with the case description. In addition, the orthodontic mechanics used for molar uprighting and protraction are only mentioned in general terms; briefly specifying the nature of force application (e.g anchorage strategy) would strengthen the abstract. Furthermore, while periodontal improvement is reported, it would be advisable to clarify whether the reported improvements reflect clinical stabilazation rather than true regeneration, to avoid overinterpretation. Finally, explicitly stating that this is a case report in the first sentence would improve transparency.
No major deletions are required, but minor additions and refinement of wording are recommended to increase precision and alignment with evidence-based terminology.

	Overall, the manuscript appears to be scientifically sound and consistent with current evidence. The treatment protocol follows well-established principles, including initial periodontal stabilization, strict plaque control, application of light orthodontic forces, and interdisciplinary coordination.
The clinical outcomes described are realistic and biologically plausible. Minor issues related to wording, repetition, and clarification of certain biomechanical concepts could be addressed, but these do not undermine the scientific validity of the manuscript.

	The references are generally appropriate and sufficient to support the scientific background and clinical rationale of the manuscript. However, citing at least one review o guideline focusing specifically on orthodontic space closure versus prosthetic or implant-base alternatives in periodontally compromised patients would further enhance the scientific robustness of the discussion.

	The manuscript would benefit from professional language editing. There are several instances of grammatical inaccuracies, repetitive phrasing, awkward sentence structure, and minor typographical issues that affect readability. Some sentences are overly long and could be simplified for more clarity and precision. 
	

	Optional/General comments


	This manuscript presents a well-documented and clinically relevant case report. The topic is important an timely, as the number of adult patients seeking orthodontic treatment with compromised periodontal support continues to increase. 
Nevertheless, several areas could be improved to enhance the manuscript’s clarity and scientific rigor. The manuscript would benefit from greater emphasis on treatment limitations and case-specific constraints would further strengthen the discussion and avoid potential overgeneralization.

No major ethical concerns were identified as the case report describes a standard clinical orthodontic-periodontal treatment performed according to accepted clinical protocols. 
However, the manuscript does not explicitly state whether written informed consent was obtained from the patient for treatment and for the publication of clinical data and images. It is recommended that the authors clearly add a statement confirming that informed consent was obtained in accordance with journal and ethical guidelines for case reports. 

In addition, while patient anonymity appears to be preserved, an explicit declaration regarding ethical approval or exemption would further strengthen the ethical transparency of the manuscript.
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
