	· The manuscript uses the term “pathogenic” to describe the labial frenulum in the sentence: “The frenulum is considered pathogenic and should be removed when…”
I suggest revising this to “pathological” instead of “pathogenic,” as the term “pathogenic” typically refers to disease-causing microorganisms, whereas “pathological” accurately describes an abnormal or diseased tissue/structure. 
· In addition to content-related issues, there are multiple spelling, hyphenation, and formatting errors throughout the manuscript. For example, words like “treat-ment” should be correctly written as “treatment.” Furthermore, author names should start with capital letters to conform to standard scholarly formatting. A thorough proofreading and copyediting is recommended to correct these inconsistencies and improve readability. 
· The manuscript presents a case series involving four patients, which is acceptable. However, it currently lacks a systematic comparison of the four techniques used. For each patient, the outcomes should be clearly reported using standardized measures, such as pain scores, esthetic indices, or functional assessments. A summary table comparing these outcomes across all four patients would greatly enhance clarity and allow readers to objectively assess the effectiveness, advantages, and limitations of each technique. Without such standardized reporting and comparative analysis, it is difficult to evaluate the relative success of the techniques or draw meaningful conclusions, and the manuscript appears more like a narrative review than a true case series.
· The manuscript should include pre-operative and post-operative photographs taken from the same angle and view for each patient. This will allow readers to accurately assess and compare treatment outcomes visually. Standardized photos are essential in a case series to demonstrate the effectiveness of each technique and to enhance the clarity and impact of the results.
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
