	The study presents a robust assessment of Nigeria’s manufacturing capacity landscape for major malaria commodities, including ACTs, LLINs, RDTs and APIs, synthesised evidence from a national workstream assessment of procurement systems, regulatory readiness, financing constraints, and localisation commodity-specific readiness data for malaria commodities. Given these robust evidences, the study provided evidence on the current state of domestic manufacturing capacity for the studied malaria commodities, identified systematic constraints inhibiting the effective utilisation and scale-up of these capacities, and suggest policy, regulatory and finance reforms that could support Nigeria’s transition from import dependence to domestic resilience. Consequently, these address the Nigeria’s manufacturing potential that remains scattered across multiple assessment

The authors did not provide detail information regarding the administration of questions to research subjects, and how they were recruited (convenience, purposive or random sampling) 
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
