	Some words should be changed. "physiology" has a wide concept that should be changed to "blood" or "serum". The authors did not measure the "correlation" of factors; therefore, it should be changed to "association". Moreover, the authors evaluate the mentioned factor associated with the disease not together; as a result, this part, "Dopamine and Serotonin with Biochemical and Oxidative Stress Markers" should be changed.
	

	Is the abstract of the article comprehensive? Do you suggest the addition (or deletion) of some points in this section? Please write your suggestions here.


	The abstract should be more to the point. It would be better if the authors avoid some sentences, such as "after sterilizing the drawing area, using a 5 ml needle (syringe) of the type that is thrown away immediately after use (disposable syringe). " The authors can narrow it down (e.g., by considering ethics and etc).
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The introduction needs a lot of improvement. I couldn’t find the relation among Dopamine, Serotonin, Uric acid, Creatinine, Vitamin C, Vitamin E, Glutathione, and Peroxynitrite. Moreover, the introduction does not explain the relationship between these factors in the blood of patients and their diseases. In addition, some paragraphs (such as 1 and 2) have repetitive information. I think it would add value to this work if the authors explain why they studied the patients' blood and why they chose these factors for study; are they related?
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	Some references are too old and for more than 20 years ago. If possible, they should be replaced.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	In the manuscript, there are some punctuation mistakes and missed words, such as "and". There are also some spelling mistakes such as "Sreotonin".
