	In principle, experimental research is current and very important for the scientific community. However, it would be pertinent to review some aspects, considering that the problem to be solved is related to: yield limitations due to stress caused by high temperatures in wheat (Triticum aestivum L.), especially under late sowing conditions, where terminal heat affects growth during reproductive stages. The effect of different doses of L-ascorbic acid to increase heat tolerance in two wheat (Triticum aestivum L.) genotypes is being tested.

In materials and methods you must specify the experimental design and the type of two-factor experiment because the varieties HUW-510 (heat tolerant) and HUW-468 (heat susceptible) is one factor and the doses of ascorbic acid 1.0, 5.0 and 10.0 mM is a second factor or cause of variation in addition to including the control as part of the treatments with this you obtain eight treatments and you must specify how many repetitions or replicates.

In the performance evaluation, it states that two sowings were carried out, one late and one early, with both varieties (this explanation should have been included from the beginning; otherwise, it tends to confuse the reader because it is unclear whether the varieties were sown at the same time or at different times. If the latter, then the planting time becomes a new factor of variation. This is not advisable due to the yield limitations caused by stress from high temperatures in wheat (Triticum aestivum L.), especially under late sowing conditions. Therefore, the most logical approach would be to evaluate the effect of ascorbic acid, especially under late sowing conditions). In the statistical analysis, the author describes the type of experimental design, which is unusual in this section; however, the author does not specify which software was used for data analysis.
In the case of a multiple regression analysis, the results provide more suitable information for this investigation. 
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
