Diagnostic investigations, including hematology, serum biochemistry, and ultrasound, confirm FIC based on clinical signs of the disease, sterile urine culture, and exclusion of other etiologies, especially when severe, progressive anemia, thrombocytopenia, and sustained azotemia develop.
