	The abstract is mainly comprehensive and organized properly, as it discusses the casual agent, transmission mechanism by vectors, genome structure, association of viruses and satellites, genetic diversity, diagnostic improvements, and the challenges in managing the chilli leaf curl disease. The abstract offers adequate molecular details and mentions the requirement for sustainable approaches to manage the disease.

However, a few minute adjustments might help improve its clarity and power further. The abstract might have a mention of the yield loss or the incidence of the disease as a quantitative statement to make the importance of the disease understood better. Furthermore, one or two statements might be included to make the relevance to plant breeding and management practices clear. There are no deletions required, and a slight compression of the technical material (such as the sizes of the genomes or the ORFs) might make it more accessible to a wider scientific community.

	The manuscript appears scientifically valid, and it is mostly accurate. The information about begomovirus taxonomy, genome structure, virus–satellite interaction, transmission by vector, epidemiology, and disease management is accurate and well-supported by literature. The scientific understanding of ChiLCV molecular aspects such as genomic structure, ORFs, evolution through recombination, and association with alpha- and betasatellites has been described appropriately.

There appear to be only minor problems of a technical and editing nature, including typographical errors, minor inconsistencies in terminology usage, and formatting of references, which do not impinge upon the scientific content validity of this manuscript. Overall, this manuscript reflects an excellent understanding of both basic and application aspects related to chili leaf curl disease and conforms to scientific accuracy necessary for a review paper.

	Indeed, the references cited in the manuscript are quite adequate and to a large extent, updated. The authors have made use of a wide array of foundational and recent literature, including a good number of references in the range of 2022-2025, thus appropriately portraying the current breakthroughs in the field of begomovirus biology, the epidemiology of chilli leaf curl diseases, molecular characterization, and their control measures.

Minor suggestion to the manuscript is to incorporate a few recent global or comparison review articles on the evolution of begomoviruses and satellites, or the genomics of the whitefly vector to add to the international perspective of the review article. For example, including some recent review articles on the dynamics of the Bemisia tabaci species complex, antiviral plant resistance mediated by CRISPR, or the emergence of begomoviruses across the globe and its relation to climate change, among other articles, can add more to the discussion, although the present reference list is sufficient to write a review article.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Yes, the language and general level of the English used in the manuscript are quite acceptable for an academic discourse. The manuscript employs adequate terminology and is formal and academic in language. Also, it is able to discuss complicated topics associated with virology, epidemiology, and control of diseases. There is logic in the arguments presented, and the technical information is accessible to persons familiar with plant pathologies and virology.

However, minor linguistic adjustments would help to enhance readability significantly. Such adjustments would entail correction of occasional grammatical mistakes throughout the text, condensing long sentences in a couple of congested parts of the text, and tone consistency using minor stylistic adjustments. Such adjustments are more of an editorial nature and would be addressed in the copy-editing process of the manuscript and do not address scientific content in the article.
