	The manuscript presents a thorough and region-specific review that addresses the sources, distribution, and impacts of microplastics (MPs) in Northeast India. The topic aligns well with the scope of the Journal of Advances in Biology & Biotechnology and addresses an emerging environmental concern of both regional and global relevance.

While the manuscript is strong in descriptive coverage, its analytical depth remains limited. Several aspects require improvement, including clearer articulation of novelty, stronger logical flow, consistent academic terminology, and reduction of redundancy through narrative consolidation.

	The abstract is largely narrative and does not sufficiently highlight analytical insights or novelty. Recommendation: include an explicit statement such as “This review uniquely integrates freshwater–soil linkages, monsoon-driven transport mechanisms, and region-specific policy challenges within the Eastern Himalayan context.”

Additionally, condense the background and strengthen the results section by emphasizing synthesized patterns rather than listing findings.

	This manuscript adheres to scientific principles, but several points need improvement.

· The novelty of the review has not been explicitly stated. It is unclear what distinguishes this review from previous reviews of Indian/Himalaya MPs.

· The review methodology lacks transparency. The inclusion and exclusion criteria, the year range, or the synthesis approach are not explained.
