	There are some very long paragraphs. Increase the number of citations. I prefer not to use personal writing, but it's acceptable.
This work is interesting but could be improved in the introduction section (more up-to-date citations; some examples were added in the comments). 

The discussion doesn't specifically address invasive or native ants, tending to generalize by subfamily. 

Care should be taken, as some organisms are dominant in baits due to their recruitment capacity, while others prefer soil or vegetation. 

Still others are more likely to fall into pitfall traps. However, the overall context provides valuable information. 

I believe the authors could easily improve the flow of the discussion paragraphs and integrate some elements into the discussion.
