	It is a good approach to use the easily available biomass for lignocellulolytic enzyme production research. With further optimization, the research can be scaled up to industrial application.
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The isolation procedure or collection source of the bacterial strain is not clear. So, merely claiming the source of bacterial strain does not add any value to the research. In microbiology, source of ant bacteria is very important.
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
