	While I laud the effort of the author, I think this manuscript lack some scientific rigour despite its scientific significance. I am particularly referring to the word spacing which was not carefully checked, from the title I noticed ‘Applicationon’ instead of ‘Application on’, at the abstract, I saw ‘Applicationthrough’ instead of ‘Application through’, at introduction, I saw ‘Oiland’ instead of ‘Oil and’. The authors should check words very well.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are nearly sufficient. Most of the sources cited are dated between 1964 and 2025. I suggest that more recent study related to herbicides application methods and soil enzymatic activities should be used to replace these ones: Casida et al., (1964); Tabatabai et al., (1969); Tabatabai et al., (1972); and Eivazi et al., (1988).
