	The present study assessed the impact of supplements on breast development in rats only through visual observations, which represents a major limitation of the work. Inclusion of quantitative parameters such as mammary gland weight, nipple diameter or length, and histological examination of mammary tissue (ductal and alveolar proliferation) would have strengthened the findings. In the absence of these data, this limitation should be clearly mentioned in the Discussion section. The study refers to a “lactogenic effect,” the experimental animals were unmated and non-lactating, and no direct indicators of lactation, such as milk production or prolactin levels, were measured. The results supported only mammogenic or estrogenic-like effects rather than direct enhancement of lactation, and the use of the term “lactogenic” should be applied with caution. The extract dose was reported as 200 mg/mL with an administered volume of 5 mL, corresponding to 1000 mg per rat per day, which is relatively high for animals weighing approximately 135 g. The dose should be expressed in mg/kg body weight per day, and its selection should be justified based on previous studies, pilot toxicity data, or traditional usage.
