	This manuscript provides valuable insights into rare and often missed or neglected clinical condition of Acrometastasis. It is mostly associated with occult cancers, thus delaying the diagnosis, and hence treatment and as a result associated with poor prognosis. Being a rare condition, the symptoms are often missed as being individual systemic disease or an individual clinical symptom, rather than associating these symptoms to a life threatening medical condition like malignancy. As in this case, a 61 year old male with pain in a single distal phalanx may have been missed or not chased aggressively, for several days or even weeks or months till the seizures presented and further investigations were aggressively pursued. This case report highlights the need of expanding our limited data, hence, further studies and case reports are needed to expand our knowledge towards the need of Multi-disciplinary approach.
