	The revised manuscript adequately addresses the major and minor comments raised during the initial review.

The authors have clearly clarified that the proposed desktop-based system is a symptom-based decision-support and awareness tool rather than a diagnostic system, which significantly improves scientific and ethical clarity.

The methodology section has been strengthened through a clearer explanation of the rule based logical framework, symptom selection rationale, and internal validation procedure. The limitations of symptom-based self-examination have also been appropriately acknowledged in the discussion.

While the sample size remains limited and the study does not aim to provide diagnostic accuracy, the manuscript now presents a coherent, context-appropriate, and methodologically sound contribution within the scope of digital health support tools for breast cancer awareness in low- and middle-income settings.

Minor language polishing may still be beneficial, but no further substantive revisions are required.
