However, the abstract could be improved by shortening some lengthy sentences and presenting the results in a more concise manner. Including one brief sentence on the practical implications—such as how the findings can support digital extension or FPO strengthening—would make the abstract even more impactful. Overall, the abstract of the manuscript is well written but the abstract can be refined for clarity and brevity.

	Yes - The manuscript appears to be scientifically correct. The study in the manuscript by the author follows an appropriate research design, uses a suitable sample size and applies standard descriptive statistical methods. The findings are logically presented and supported by relevant tables and references. While minor refinements in language or clarity may enhance readability. However, the scientific approach, data interpretation and overall conclusions are sound and consistent with the study objectives.

	The references in the manuscript are sufficient and include several recent studies published between 2018 and 2025, which strengthens the relevance of the work. They cover key themes such as digital agriculture, social media use and FPO functioning. However, adding a few more references related specifically to digital extension or social media adoption in rural India could further enrich the literature base. Overall, the reference list is adequate and supports the study well.

	The language and English quality of the article are generally suitable for the author communication. The manuscript is understandable, well-structured and conveys the key ideas clearly. However, a few sentences are lengthy and could be simplified for better readability.
