The abstract could be slightly condensed for clarity, and minor language corrections would improve readability. Discussion could more explicitly highlight practical implications for farmers. References are mostly adequate, but a few recent studies (2022–2024) could strengthen context. Overall, the manuscript is scientifically sound and relevant.
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
