	The manuscript is conceptually correct and internally consistent. However, several claims would benefit from stronger empirical grounding and clearer referencing. In some sections, causal links between procurement reform and manufacturing outcomes are asserted rather than demonstrated. Clarifying assumptions and limits of inference would improve scientific rigor.

	The references are generally relevant but somewhat limited. The manuscript would benefit from additional recent literature on pooled procurement, health industrial policy, and local pharmaceutical manufacturing in LMICs. Incorporating more peer-reviewed sources from the last five to seven years would strengthen the academic foundation.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is generally understandable, but there are issues with clarity, sentence structure, and repetition. Editing for conciseness and consistency would improve readability. Some sections read as policy briefs rather than academic analysis and should be tightened accordingly.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The paper would benefit from a clearer structure, particularly in separating background context from analytical argument. A short limitations section would also strengthen credibility.
The manuscript is promising and relevant but requires substantive revision to strengthen empirical support, clarify methodology, and improve academic presentation.
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
