Additionally, the findings would contribute to planning a sustainable urban city with including the developed infrastructure, especially providing sustainable solutions for slum areas.
	

	Is the title of the article suitable?

	No, the author studies different aspects such as urban infrastructure, slums, urban growth, and land use. Yet the title is “ A sprawling city, Berhampur in Odisha, India: Geoinformatics Assessment”. This title is not specified. Although the author used some GIS techniques to analyze the spatial LU/LC in the city, this was not optimally mentioned in the title. Thus, I would like to suggest “GIS-based geospatial urban structure /sprawl of Berhampur in Odisha, India.”
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	Is the abstract of the article comprehensive? Do you suggest the addition (or deletion) of some points in this section? Please write your suggestions here.
	No. The abstract of this paper requires rewriting. The authors should structure their revised abstract according to these guidelines: provide a succinct overview of the research theme and problem, state the objective(s), outline the methodology encompassing data collection and analysis approaches, present the study's results and principal findings, and conclude with an elucidation of the study's contributions and implications. I thoroughly advise the author to follow this structure and flow in the abstract.
Especially considering the keywords the author mentioned.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The author should rewrite the paper with International standards. Here I have pointed out,
a) I did not see the research problem and research question in the study. The author should specify the study from other existing studies.
b) The research gap is another crucial part of this study. I recommend that the author clearly mention the research gap by using international and local empirical studies, by adding a literature review part.
c) Also mention the significance of this study.

d) Put the keywords between 3 – 5 words. Don’t exceed that.
e) The author should rewrite the objectives properly. A suggestion for the third objective: “To assess land use, urban growth, and infrastructure dispersal”. On the other hand, I would like to advise declining some objectives and keeping specific ones / two and building the research based on those objectives completely due to the complexity of the existing objectives.

f) Methodology part should be rewritten, including Data Collections and Data Analysis methods. The author did not clearly mention the methodology.

g) The author used NDVI, LST, and NDBI analysis in ArcGIS. Accordingly, the author should mention the equations of these indices in the methodology.

h) Additionally, the author did not include the details of downloaded satellite images like sensors, data, and especially, accuracy assessments of NDVI, NDBI by validating the results using sufficient sample points and a sample method.

i) Put the subtopics properly according to the objective. Then the reader can easily read the paper.
j) Numbering the subtopics like 2.1, 2.2, 2.3

k) I advise using the practical examples further to justify the results and discussion part.

l) Although the author mentioned the use of Geoinformatics for this study, it was not clearly mentioned what their applications for different analyses.
Eg: The author mentioned NDVI as one of the keywords, but that was not explained in the methodology.
m) The author should mention the limitations, recommendations of this study and future research on this subject.

	Yes. The references are recent and not sufficient. I would like to suggest some references to enhance the literature in the study.

On the other hand, the author only mentioned the reference links to mention the sources used. I would like to suggest using the standard reference style to cite in-text citations and references.
In particular, the author should consider how to cite in-text citations for the paper according to the given guidelines.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?
	Numerous grammatical and typographical issues have been identified. I strongly advise the authors to seek assistance from a native English speaker to significantly enhance the quality of the manuscript and use academic terminology.
Eg:
· “The other East Coast city adjacent to Berhampur have been taken for study is the Visakhapatnam Smart City Plan” (line 09, Page 04).
· “The software used for the study is ArcMap 10.4, QGIS, Google Earth Pro, Google Earth Engine, Jupyter Notebook, and Google Earth Pro”. (Repetition, line 30,31, Page 04).
· “Unplanned urbanization, obstructing natural drainage and increases urban flood risk”. (line 15,16 and Page 13).
I suggest, the author should go through the paper and mostly consider the articles and relative pronouns in English.
Also consider the spacing between words and capital letters for the necessary words. Eg: “Land Use and Landcover Analysis” (line 10, page 06).

	· The author must pay attention to all the attached images (Figure 01 – 12). These are not clear, and difficult to read the legend and maps.
· Attached the figures’ widths are a bit long and difficult to read the maps.
· All maps created in ArcGIS software should be named as “Figure”, not map (See the Map:12).
· The author repeated the same title for two maps. (see Fig. 06).
· Reattached the graph with a large font size, especially percentage values of LU/LC.
