	Authors conducts a longitudinal analysis of Gambian wetlands [1985 to 2022] to quantify changes in their spatial extent and class composition while assessing regional variability. Using annual wetland data from the GLC_FCS30D product, long-term trends were analyzed with Ordinary Least Squares regression and abrupt change points were identified via Pettitt's Test. To reveal regional patterns, the study applied K-Means clustering to administrative-level data on changes in six wetland classes. The methodology integrates satellite remote sensing with time-series statistics and unsupervised learning to systematically characterize the dynamics of wetland evolution.

	This work requires more comparative studies with recent research, including those from different regions, to properly evaluate and validate the results. It is recommended to add dedicated sections on future perspectives and future work, and to consider establishing a cumulative research framework to inform and support subsequent studies.

To properly validate the findings, this study requires further comparative analysis with recent research, including work from other geographical regions. Future research should explicitly outline perspectives and next steps, while aiming to build a cumulative knowledge base that can systematically inform subsequent studies.

The study would benefit from expanded comparative analysis with contemporary research, even from different regions, to better contextualize and substantiate its findings. The authors are encouraged to include clear sections on research perspectives and future work, with an emphasis on developing a cumulative framework to guide ongoing investigation in this field.
Furthermore, to meet the journal's standards for a substantive literature review, the following major revisions are required:

1. -The reference list must be updated extensively with recent, relevant, and authoritative sources.

2. -The manuscript must be strengthened by adding a detailed comparative discussion with other recent and key studies in the field.

3. -A critical assessment of the methodology and findings in the context of the updated literature is essential.
