· The patient assessment and intervention are clearly described, with detailed subjective and objective findings and a well-structured rehabilitation protocol. The physiotherapy management is strongly aligned with contemporary evidence (C-EB-PT), emphasizing progressive loading, manual therapy, and patient education. 

· The inclusion of outcome measures such as NPRS, ROM, MMT, and grip strength provides objective support for the observed clinical improvements. The short-term outcomes demonstrate substantial reductions in pain and functional limitations, supporting the effectiveness of conservative rehabilitation.

· The discussion effectively contextualizes the clinical outcomes within existing literature and provides plausible mechanistic explanations for improvement. 

· The manuscript would benefit from minor language and formatting refinements for clarity and consistency, and inclusion of longer-term follow-up data would strengthen conclusions regarding sustainability and recurrence prevention.
