I have a few concerns and questions that should be addressed to improve clarity and strengthen the manuscript:

1. Did you conduct microbial analysis or assess the effectiveness of preservatives in the RTS beverage during storage?

2. What was the rationale for limiting the lime proportion to 25%? Could higher proportions improve taste or functional properties?

3. How were the 15 semi-trained panelists selected and trained for organoleptic evaluation? Were replicates or repeated tasting sessions used?

4. Were sensory evaluations conducted at a single time point, or were they repeated during storage to assess stability?

5. Can you provide details about the sugar syrup used—concentration, preparation method, and its effect on overall sweetness of the blend?

6. Did you observe any phase separation, sedimentation, or changes in viscosity of aloe-lime blends over time?

7. How reproducible are your results? Did you perform the experiment in different batches or seasons?

8. Can you explain why T6 (75:25) had the highest TSS, acidity, sugars, and phenols, but lower organoleptic scores compared to T3/T4?

9. Were any sensory attributes statistically correlated with TSS, acidity, or phenolic content?
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
