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	The study on bioremediation potential of bacteria isolated from dumpsites in Keffi Metropolis, Nasarawa State, Nigeria, holds significant importance:

1. Environmental Significance1. Pollution Mitigation: Bioremediation offers a sustainable solution to mitigate pollution caused by waste disposal.

2. Soil and Water Remediation: The study can help develop strategies for remediation of contaminated soil and water.

3. Public Health Importance1. Reduced Toxicity: Bioremediation can reduce toxicity levels in the environment, protecting human health.

4. Prevention of Waterborne Diseases: By remediating contaminated water sources, the risk of waterborne diseases can be minimized.
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2.2 Sample Collection
Forty-Eight (48) refuge dump site soil sample were collected randomly from four dump sites namely: Babale, Yankari, Majema and Angwan NEPA dumpsites. The samples was collected using a shovel and was put in sterile sample bottles. After labelling, the sterile sample bottles were promptly transported to the Microbiology Laboratory of the Department of Microbiology, Nasarawa State University, Keffi, for bacteriological examination.
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
