	The current title suggests that the findings are generalizable to all of Sudan, while the study was conducted in a single hospital in one city. To more accurately reflect the scope of the data, the title should specify the study setting (Omdurman). I therefore recommend modifying the title to indicate that the results pertain to blood donors in Omdurman rather than Sudan as a whole.

	In the Results tables, it would be preferable to indicate the specific serological markers rather than only the virus names. For example, instead of “HBV” please use “HBsAg,” instead of “HCV” use “anti-HCV antibodies,” and for HIV use “anti-HIV antibodies.” This will more accurately reflect the tests performed and improve the scientific clarity of the tables.

In the Results section, it may be informative to include a table showing the distribution of TTIs prevalence by age group. You have already provided the median and range of donors’ age; presenting prevalence stratified by age categories would offer additional epidemiological insight and help identify any age-related patterns in infection rates.

There appears to be an inconsistency regarding informed consent. In the Ethical Approval statement, the manuscript indicates that individual informed consent was waived due to the retrospective design. However, elsewhere it is stated that “the patient’s written consent has been collected.” These two statements contradict each other. Please clarify the consent procedure to ensure consistency and compliance with ethical standards. There also appears to be a terminology issue in the consent description. The manuscript refers to “patients,” whereas the study population consists of blood donors.

there are a few spelling and spacing issues that should be corrected. For example, “LargeLanguage Models” should be written as “Large Language Models,” and “manuscripts” should be singular if it refers to this specific paper. A careful proofreading of this sentence is recommended to ensure accurate and clear formatting.
