	Optional/General comments


	This manuscript presents a theoretically ambitious and highly relevant contribution by integrating the objectives of poverty alleviation and economic growth within a unified overlapping generations (OLG) framework. The core strength of the research lies in its successful synthesis of dynamic optimization, welfare economics, and fiscal policy analysis. By constructing a collective intergenerational welfare function and deriving optimal trajectories for consumption and savings, the model moves beyond canonical growth theories to address the critical, yet often neglected, dimension of distributive justice across generations. The formal derivation of the Ramsey-Keynes rule and the analysis of the modified golden rule provide a rigorous analytical foundation for the study's conclusions, grounding its policy recommendations in solid microeconomic principles.

However, the manuscript would be significantly strengthened by a clearer articulation of its specific novel contributions relative to the established Ramsey-Cass-Koopmans paradigm, upon which its technical structure is built. While the application to poverty reduction and the discussion of seigniorage are valuable, the transition from the theoretical model to the specific policy critique—particularly the strong claims regarding Ponzi finance in the DRC and the condemnation of zero inflation targets—feels somewhat abrupt. Bridging this gap with empirical validation, or at least a detailed theoretical mechanism linking the model's equilibrium conditions to these real-world phenomena, would enhance the persuasiveness of the policy implications. Nonetheless, the paper undeniably offers a compelling and coherent framework for analyzing the vital interplay between fiscal sustainability, intergenerational equity, and long-term economic development.
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
