1. In the Abstract (Purpose section), the statement, “While financial inclusion initiatives have expanded rapidly in rural India, their effectiveness in ensuring long-term livelihood sustainability remains uncertain,” is somewhat long and could be shortened for clarity.

I suggest you rephrase as below :
Financial inclusion initiatives have expanded rapidly in rural India, but their impact on long-term livelihood sustainability remains uncertain.

2. Also in the Introduction, paragraph 2:The sentence “From a finance perspective, sustainable livelihoods are closely linked with access to formal financial systems, financial literacy, savings behaviour, credit utilisation, insurance coverage and digital financial inclusion.’’ This sentence listed too many items and could be broken into shorter sentences to improve readability.
3. The manuscript alternates between inclusive finance, inclusive financial access and financial inclusion without clear distinction. use the same word for the same idea to keep the writing consistent.
4. In the literature review, Chambers and Conway (1992) is cited but missing from the reference list; it should be added. Also Ensure every reference listed is actually cited in the text.
5. Avoid verbatim repetition: one clear example is in your manuscript where the last paragraph of the Introduction is repeated almost word-for-word in the Conclusion.
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
